Computer and Internet Policy
Public computers are available with Microsoft Office and Internet capabilities.  Use of the Library’s computers for any purpose constitutes acceptance of the Library’s policies and procedures.
The internet is unregulated and while it offers a wealth of enriching materials and information, it also enables access to some materials that may be offensive or illegal.  Individuals and parents must take responsibility for determining the reliability, suitability and appropriateness of internet content.  The Library assumes no responsibility for any consequences, direct or indirect, arising from the use of its connections to the internet.

As a recipient of state funds, the Library’s computers are filtered in accordance with the Children’s Internet Protection Act.

Computer and Internet Usage Rules:

· Internet use must be consistent with the Library’s Internet Policy which has been adopted by the Board of Directors.

· Users age 18 and up may use computers and access the internet at the public terminals.  Access is granted on a first-come, first-served basis.

· Users under age 18 are required to have a parental or guardian permission form on file with the Library.  Access is granted on a first-come, first-served basis.

· All users must sign-in on the log at each computer.  Appointments to reserve a computer for a specific time may be made in advance through the Library Director.

· Users may use a computer for up to 1 hour per day.  Users may request additional time on the computer, which may be granted depending upon the usage needs of other patrons at that time.
· The Library has the right to limit the duration of time on a computer. 

· Patrons who bring in their own laptop computers are not limited to one hour a day as they are not using Library equipment.

· Library computers may not be used to access, send, receive, view or download materials that are pornographic, obscene or that is harmful to minors.

· Users must comply with applicable laws including US copyright laws.

· Users are not permitted to change settings on the computer.  Patrons may not install software on Library computers or download anything from the internet onto the Library’s computers or save document to the computer’s hard drive or desktop.

· Persons not complying with this policy will lose computer use privileges and may be asked to leave the Library.
