CONFIDENTIALITY OF LIBRARY USER RECORDS POLICY


The Marysville-Rye Library Association Board of Trustees hereby affirms the policy that circulation records and other records identifying the names of Library users with specific materials or electronic access are confidential in nature.  Confidentiality extends to information sought or received, and materials consulted, borrowed, or acquired, and include database search records, reference interviews, circulation records, inter-library loan records, and other personally identifiable uses of library materials, facilities, and services. 

These records shall also be regarded as confidential by Library employees. The Library records of library users shall only be accessed, or altered, when the user requests access to, or up-dating of, the information or when access to the record is essential for library business. Library employees will face disciplinary action if they violate this policy


Such records shall NOT be made available to any entity except pursuant to process as defined by the “American Library Association (ALA) Bill of Rights” and the “Pennsylvania Office of Open Records Citizen’s Guide.”  Requests for records will be brought to the attention of the Marysville-Rye Library Board of Trustees for consideration.  Records shall only be disclosed upon the request or consent of the user or pursuant to subpoena, court order or where otherwise required by law.
The Marysville-Rye Library Board of Trustees will use the following as a guide when making considerations regarding record access required by law:
